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What is classroom management?
Classroom management consists of all the things that teachers do to create a safe and supportive 
learning environment where all students can learn to their potential. Research has consistently 
demonstrated the relationship between effective classroom management, academic achievement, and 
teacher and student wellbeing. Students learn best in orderly environments with clear expectations in 
place, and where all students feel valued.

This information sheet provides an overview of the recommended practices for classroom management 
used in Queensland state schools. The visual below depicts the components of effective classroom 
management demonstrated by research to reduce rates of problem behaviour and increase student 
engagement with learning. 
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What is PBL?
PBL is short for Positive Behaviour for Learning.

PBL is a plan for schools to

•	 be a positive place to learn

•	 teach students how to behave at school

•	 tell students when they do the right thing

•	 help students when they make mistakes

•	 work together with parents.
